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Last week, I introduced Mr. Genzo Mizuno in this column.At the age of nine, he contracted
dysentery, which led to cerebral palsy, leaving him unable to do anything at all except blink. He
cannot speak or move. When he wakes up in the morning and his parents place his face on the
kotatsu, he remains in that position until nightfall, unable to move. He cannot go to school, play
sports, or hold a job. However, a pastor shared the Gospel with him. After being saved, Genzo
Mizuno spent his life writing poetry through blinking and revealing the glory of God.
